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1. A child taken into custody must have a detention hearing within 48 hours, not including weekends and legal holidays. 19-2-508(3)(a)(I)

2. If child has detention hearing, the petition then must be filed within the succeeding 72 hours, not including weekends and legal holidays. 19-2-512

3. A preliminary hearing  ... 

a. … is mandatory if child continues in custody. 19-2-705(1.5)(b) 

i.  … and must be heard within 30 days. There’s a good cause exception. 19-2-705(1)(b)

b. If the child is not in custody, only certain charges trigger a PH. 19-2-705((1)

i. Class 1, 2 and 3 felonies. 

ii. Other felonies (4, 5, and 6) with mandatory sentencing (two priors) 19-2-516(1)

iii. Other felonies that are crimes of violence 

iv. Certain sex offenses

4. Speedy trial is required within 60 days of a not-guilty plea. 19-2-708(1) 

a. Unless child asks for jury, then it’s 6 months. 18-1-405

5. There a right to have a jury of 6 maximum, but only where there’s:

a. aggravated offender charges (they never do that) or 

b. a crime of violence charge (18-1.3-406) (including certain sex assault cases).

6. Sentencing

a. Maximum detention time is 45 days (Gilliam) 19-2-925

b. When the charged person is over 18 at sentencing, the maximum is 90 days county jail. 19-2-925

c. The statute specifically says that a Division of Youth corrections sentence must be a determinate period up to 2 years. 19-2-909

i. Though judges seem to do 0 to 2 indeterminate quite a lot. 

ii. Can be longer that 2 years but the DA never charges for that. 19-2-921(3)(b) – 3 to 5, 5, or 7 years. 

iii. Two or more DYC sentences are concurrent, not consecutive; People ex rel. D.S.L., 134 P.3d 522, 527 (Colo. App. 2006)(Accordingly, we conclude that the consecutive sentencing provision of § 18-3-203(1)(f) does not apply to juveniles who are adjudicated delinquent and sentenced to the DHS.), except for escape convictions. Id, p. 527. 

7. Probation Revocation

a. There must be a revocation hearing within 15 days if the child is in custody. There’s a good cause exception. 16-11-206(4). 

b. But revocation sentencing must be within 5 days after the determination. 16-11-206(5).

8. There are five hearings juvenile magistrates can hear as a matter of right. 19-1-108(3)(a.5)

a. Advisement 19-2-706

b. Detention 19-2-507 and 508

c. Preliminary hearing 19-2-705

d. Temporary custody hearings 19-3-403

e. Article 4 and Article 6 support hearings.
