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	MOTION FOR JUDICIAL REVIEW OF MAGISTRATE’S TRIAL FINDINGS AND ORDER OF FINAL JUDGMENT AND SENTENCING.

MOTION FOR A STAY IN ORDER TO OBTAIN TRANSCRIPTS OF THE COURT TRIAL RECORDED ON TAPE


1) The juvenile respondent, Juvenile, requests that this Court review the trial court’s findings and all subsequent orders, entered by the Magistrate, including the order of sentencing, entered on 10/22/02, and any other times, such orders constituting the final orders of judgment in this case, such orders denying Juvenile the benefit of a fair trial, due to the various errors of law and fact, including the cumulative effect of all errors made by the courts from the initiation of this case, such errors requiring a reversal of the trial verdicts on counts 1, 2, and 3, entered on or about 7/16/02. 
2) On 7/16/02 Magistrate Magistrate in Division 3 of the County County Juvenile Court held a trial, and on 10/22/02, a dispositional hearing, concerning petition 01JD548, and this request for review follows the orders entered and sentencing imposed.

3) The juvenile respondent now seeks review of the Magistrate’s orders, trial findings and subsequent sentencing entered on 7/16/02 and 10/22/02 and states that this request is timely filed pursuant to C.R.S. Sec. 19-1-108(5). Respondent objects to the findings and orders as follows: 

a) The Magistrate’s failure to set this matter for a jury trial, being violative of the statutory and constitutional due process and equal protection rights of the Respondent, specifically raising constitutional issues for the first time on this motion for review. 

b) The magistrate’s failure to dismiss the charges or otherwise create a reasonable remedy for the prosecutor’s failure to produce certain discovery and evidence. 

c) The magistrate’s admission of incompetent or unfairly prejudicial evidence during the trial, either over objection or by plain error. 

d) The insufficiency of the evidence produced by the prosecutor to show guilt beyond a reasonable doubt of each element of each of the charges. 

e) Respondent does not by the above desire to limit the review or subsequent appeal to just those issues, but reserves any other issues. 
4) Juvenile respondent Juvenile requests that this Court review the findings made and orders imposed by the Magistrate in this case pursuant to C.R.S. Sec. 19-1-108(5) and find that the  Magistrates orders should be reversed,  or alternately, remanded for further findings of fact and law. The standard of review is that set out in CRCP 59.  

5) The Magistrate appointed this counsel, Attorney, for purposes of review and appeal, in light of refusal by the parents to provide counsel. 
6) The Magistrate entered an Order that a free transcript of this proceeding be provided to Respondent and his counsel. The parents of Juvenile have refused to provide counsel at this critical stage in the proceedings. The Magistrate entered an order appointing this counsel due to parental refusal for purposes of appeal in this case.

7) The Juvenile, Juvenile, requests a stay of any determination in this case for a reasonable period of time within which the trial tapes ##154, 155, and 156 may be transcribed and be made part of the record before this Court, or in the alternative, that the reviewing Court listen to the tapes of the trial.
