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This Guardian ad Litem having spoken with the mother and visited with the father, paternal grandmother and the three boys, recommends and reports as follows: 

I recommend the Court enter the following orders: 

A. Father to have all parental responsibility for the children. 

B. Mother to have parenting time with the boys, supervised by father, at least two times per month. Father may expand visitation with mother or her family, in his discretion, but only if the boys will be safe. Father may limit visitation to just a hug if mother has alcohol on her breath and may refuse a visit if mother is intoxicated or visibly on drugs. Holidays shall be at the discretion of father. Overnights shall be at the discretion of father. 

C. Neither party shall say negative things about the other party or any relative in the presence of the children, nor allow others to do so. 

D. Mother to pay appropriate, timely child support. 

The facts as given to me are as follows: 

1. The three boys, Child 1 (13 years), Child 2 (11 years), and Child 3 (7 years), are attractive Hispanic, male children who live with their father and paternal grandmother in a home in north Aurora that maternal grandmother owns and has lived in for many years. They appear to be healthy and happy with their dad. Child 1 and Child 2 have lived with their father for some time and Child 3 has moved from mother’s care to father’s only recently. The younger two go to school at school and Child 1 goes to other school. Child 1 was having grade problems recently but his grades have come up. Child 2 is an honor student. Child 3 has just started at school. They are not in any therapy.

2. Father ______ d/o/b _____ lives with his mother and has for many years. He works at work and hopes to be living in a house with his fiancé by the time of this hearing. The older two boys have been solely with him for 36 months to four years. 

He is concerned that mother and her friends, including the woman mother lives with, are using crack cocaine. He says she didn’t even use to drink alcohol and just suddenly started to use cocaine. 

Father says Child 3 was returned to him just before the ____, hearing because mother, Child 3, mother’s brother, sister-in-law, and their child were living with a friend in the projects and the manager said they needed to get out. The brother told him mother had left the home at 3:00 am and he didn’t know when she would return, and the brother needed a place for Child 3 to stay. 

Father is 37 years old and met mother 15 years ago when he was 22 and she was 17. (Or possibly 19?) They have now been separated for 5 years. They were never married, not even common law, and father is not on the birth certificates of Child 1 and Child 2. New birth certificates were court ordered on _____. Father wants to change the two older boys’ names to __________ and says they agree. Father did not graduate from high school. Father started with an company called _______ about 7 years ago. He had just lost his job with the _____ because he lost his driver’s license. He has a Colorado ID at this time but apparently not a driver’s license. It is not clear if he drives. Now he works for _______ and is in charge of shipping and receiving. He has had custody of the older boys for 3 years although mother would say a shorter period. He says there was no domestic violence with mother, no arrests, no hitting. He has had a couple of DUIs and DUSs and still drinks a little. He has been through Level One and Level Two alcohol education at ____. He doesn’t use drugs though he tried cocaine recreationally about four years ago, but no more than 1 or 2 times a month. He is subject to random UAs at work.

Father says mother ___________ got welfare for years by saying some other man was the father of the boys. Blood tests indicate Child 1 is the boys’ father. She was a homemaker until they separated 5 years ago. Sometimes she would work for her parents. The maternal grandparents are not presently seeing the children. About two years ago the two older boys came to visit father and just never went back to mother. They didn’t like her boyfriend, who hit mother but it is not clear how much. Mother now says she’s not with him but he came with her recently to see the boys at the recreation center. Boyfriend has two daughters who live with him and Child 3 lived with them sometimes. Child 1 says he did have contact with a social worker and went to hearings that mother didn’t go to. It is not clear to me if this was a D&N. 

Father Child 1 wants custody of the three boys. He is engaged to ____ and they intend to be in a four-bedroom house by the hearing date. _________ works at _______.. 

3. Mother ___________ (dob _________) gets mail at her grandmother’s but is living with a girlfriend and looking for work. She visits the boys at the paternal grandmother’s house and takes them out to a park.

She is comfortable with them living with father as primary caretaker but wants joint custody. She very much would like to avoid them moving out of state. 

She is getting herself back on her feet. She was a homemaker for ten years while father worked, though they had much financial help from her father and were living with father’s mother when they broke up. She saved her money and got an apartment and took the youngest child, Child 3, with her when she moved. She left the other two boys with their father because that’s where they wanted to stay.

Child 3 went to live with father when people she was staying with returned Child 3 to father. She had gone to __________ for a couple of days and the people she was living with knew that she wouldn’t be gone long. 

She looks forward to eventually having custody of Child 3 back. 
Mother has a felony drug conviction in 1874 and spent 3 months in jail on a probation revocation in 1876. she has only two speeding tickets since that time.
Mother talked with me on the phone on ________ and was to meet with me face-to-face at court on ____________ but didn’t come nor call.
